The upcoming summe r
season is a particularl y
significant one becaus e

we will be celebrating the self-
lessness of the members o f
our 125-year-old fire depart-
ment.

As you no doubt have
noticed, banners honoring ou r
firefighters have been place d
on all the Victorian-style lamp s
on First Avenue and at the har-
bor, all sponsored by local res-
idents and business people.
Then in July, the departmen t
will stage its annual Firemen' s
Fair at the harbor, culminatin g
a spectacular fireworks dis-
play . And then, on Saturday ,
July 7th beginning at 3 :00 pm ,
Atlantic Highlands will host a
parade featuring fire compa-
nies from far and near .

The firefighters -- some 10 0
strong -- and I are hoping that
all of you will plan on attendin g
and participating .

Not only do these activities
serve to honor those who
serve and protect our commu-
nity, but they give us an oppor-
tunity to pause and remembe r
those who served us who hav e
passed away .

With our servicemen an d
women involved in an over-
seas war and memories of
9/11 remarkably fresh in ou r
minds, it is well worth reflect-
ing on all our heroes, including

those volunteers who provid e
us with emergency services ,
namely our firefighters an d
first aiders, and their essentia l
support personnel .

Our fire department bega n
in 1882 and acquired its first
fire truck a year later. In 1889 ,
the first firehouse was built o n
Center Avenue which was suc-
ceeded in 1917 by a buildin g
constructed on Mount Avenue ,
the site of our current
Emergency Services Building ,
a modern structure built i n
1997.

It was not until 1915 that
the department acquired its
first motor-driven pumper ,
despite having been organize d
for 33 years . That pumper wa s
purchased with the proceeds
from a Shakespearian per-
formance by the Robert B .
Mantell Players .

With this interesting past i n
mind, we all need to take a
moment to remember the sac-
rifices made by volunteer s
past and present and by thei r
families . They have give n
freely of their time to serve us ,
often by putting their lives i n
jeopardy .

It is with great pride an d
humility that I express my con-
siderable appreciation for th e
service of our emergency vol -
unteers and urge you to do th e
same .

REMEMBER THE SURVIOVORS
ADDRESS BY MAYOR PETER E.
DONOGHUE AT VETERAN'S MEMO-
RIAL SERVICE FOLLOWING TH E
ANNUAL MEMORIAL DAY PARADE.

As we head in the directio n
of winding down ou r
involvement in Iraq, it i s

well we remember those wh o
have died in this and othe r
wars. We should never forget
their ultimate sacrifice .

Yet it is also a time to reflect
on the men and women wh o
have survived the performanc e
of their duty and have returned
home with serious injuries an d
acute psychological damage . I t
is a sad fact that in vast y
improving our medical care ,
more of our children have sur-
vived war with disabilities tha t
will plague them for years to
come .

Although Memorial Day i s
primarily aimed at honorin g
those who didn't survive ou r
various wars, it should also
make us cognizant of ou r
duties to those who live . It i s
our life-long obligation to make
sure they have the very bes t
care that a civilized country ca n
give . . . no matter what it costs .

Whether we, as individuals ,
approve our country's involve-
ment in this war or others - -
Korea and Vietnam come t o
mind -- or not, there is no way
we can forget those wh o
served once the conflict ends ,
although some American s
would like to do so .

Sadly, we don't have a grea t
track record of properly takin g
care of our wounded, maime d
or otherwise scarred .

Too many of us have heard
horror stories of inadequate

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veteran's care in substandard
facilities too far from thei r
homes .

Not only is it deplorable to
treat our veterans this way bu t
it is patently unfair on thei r
families . The continuing result s
of war for the living have pro-
duced untold stress, broken
homes, homelessness an d
crime .

Although those who died at
war are highly worthy of ou r
honors, it is equally true for the
survivors . We should be as
outraged for those treated
shabbily as we are about those
whose lives were ended pre-
maturely .

All losses in war infuriate
us . And, yes, they instill in us a
sense of pride in the willing-
ness of our troops to put thei r
lives on the line .

Even those who want th e
Iraq war to end assert that the y
"Support Our Troops ." But say-
ing so and doing so are not th e
same . Support for our troop s
means many things but i t
doesn't mean forgetting the m
when theycome home .

It has been said, by me and
others, that questioning th e
war and our anti-terroris m
policies is not unpatriotic . Bu t
it would be unpatriotic to aban-
don our war survivors .

Just as we have the right to
object without sacrificing ou r
basic rights, we have an obli-
gation to protest if our war sur-
vivors are treated in any way
less than the heroes they are .

To be blunt, we must ge t
political . In other words, we
must harness our political sys-
tem by making it clear to ou r
families, friends and electe d
representatives that we
demand proper care for ou r
war survivors . . . not matter
what it takes .

Yes, my friends, this is a day
to honor our war dead . And ,
too, it is certainly a day t o
remember the survivors . This
is the best way we can honor
their service .

To do less would be to betray
all those who struggled an d
died for the America we love .
